
Poster Presentations 

 

Presentation Format 

Poster presentations are given by a single presenter or a group of presenters (a lead presenter and co-

presenters) on one research topic. Each presentation will be followed by a question-and-answer 

session with the audience, showing posters presenters created. 

 

Presentation Time 

Each presentation is allocated a total of 20 minutes. Some presentations will be delivered 

concurrently. 

- July 21: presenters(No.1-23) with even-numbered posters are requested to stand by their  

posters from 12:10 to 12:30, and those with odd-numbered posters from 12:30 to  

12:50. 

- July 22: presenters(No.24-45) with even-numbered posters are requested to stand by their  

posters from 11:50 to 12:10, and those with odd-numbered posters from 12:10 to 

12:30 

- July 23: presenters(No.46-67) with even-numbered posters are requested to stand by their  

posters from 11:50 to 12:10, and those with odd-numbered posters from 12:10 to  

12:30 

 

Equipment and Setup 

During poser presentations, presenters are allowed to use audio, visual and lap-top computers 

presenters bring. However, presenters will be required to use audio and visual presentations only if the 

audience ask the presenters to do so. In addition, the equipment such as lap-top computer, power 

supply, network access are NOT provided at the venue. Presenters are allowed to use QR code in 

posters as supplementary materials. 

 

Poster Guidelines 

1. Poster layout Dimensions: A0: 119 cm (height) x 84 cm (width). There are not any rules on font 

and color. 

2. Presenters need to stick up posters by themselves from 8:30 to 9:00 on July 21. The location 

presenters use is designated on that day. 

3. To stick up posters, presenter can use pushpin the secretariat provides. 

4. Posters are displayed from 9:00 on July 21 (Day 2) to 15:00 on July 23. Participants who are 

partially involved can take off posters by themselves if they would like to bring them back. In 

addition, the secretariat will take off posters if they are still displayed by 17:00 on July 23. 

5. Participants are requested to remove their posters between 15:00 and 17:00 on July 23. 

6. Participants give presentations on, in front of the audience at the designated time at the venue.
